COURSE 

DESCRIPTION: 
Focus will be upon physiological/biological, intellectual, emotional, social and psychological development from conception to death.  The course includes the normal sequence of development as well as developmental irregularities.  There are multiple theories on human development, and advantages and disadvantages of these theories will be covered.

TEACHING PHILOSOPHY:
I hope to help guide you toward a new understanding about life span development, but I can only point    the way.  You must take responsibility for your own learning.  I assume that you are highly motivated students, who are eager to learn.  Much of what we do with this class takes this for granted.  It is really true that the more you put into this class the more you will get out of it.  So, please, if you have a question, comment, something you want addressed, or if you have something relevant to add DO IT!  It will make the class that much more interesting and we will all learn something.  In addition, when students ask questions the class is a lot more fun for everyone.  I take my teaching responsibilities very seriously, but at the same time profoundly enjoy teaching.  I recommend the same approach from you as students.

You will be expected to participate in class discussions and activities.  Participation will enhance our enjoyment of the course material and facilitate a higher level of learning.  You will be encouraged to share your own life experiences, questions, and ideas, as these are what will enable you, your classmates, and your instructor to gain the most from our time together.  Reading the assigned text prior to the scheduled class on that topic is VERY IMPORTANT.  Being able to apply what you have read and discussed to your own life and to the lives of those around you is the ultimate goal.

STUDENT RESPONSIBILITIES:
· Coming to class to learn--not to socialize.   Visiting with classmates or texting during class is disrespectful to your instructor and your fellow students.   Students who are texting will be instructed to put their phones away and those chatting during class will be asked to leave the classroom.  It is important to maintain an environment that is conducive to learning and visiting during class disturbs others from learning.   
· Keeping up with the assigned readings as well as other assignments (e.g., writing assignment) and study.

· Attending class regularly.  You should view class time as an opportunity to learn and apply new ideas.  It is your responsibility to yourself, and to me as your instructor, to take part in these experiences so as to maximize your educational experience.
· Ask questions and participate in class.  You have to take responsibility for your own understanding of material.  If you are confused or have an issue you want raised, do it!  You must take control of your own knowledge and be aware when you do and do not understand something.

· Be active learners.  Do not passively attempt to soak up information; challenge it, try to come up with your own examples, apply it to your own experiences and /or to other areas.  If you never think about this material beyond the definitions of few words, not only will you be missing a lot, but you will also tend to do poorly on the exams and other course work.
· Respect your fellow student as well as the instructor.  This means you should show patience for one another and assume that your fellow student has good intentions.  Listen to others when they speak, pay attention to them, and assume that they will do the same for you.  Allow others, including the instructor, to play Devil's advocate.  Speak in the first person, recognize that your opinions are your own, and that you do not speak for others.  Try to be accurate and try to defend any of the claims you make with credible sources.  Treat the classroom as a confidential situation and do not gossip.  

· Electronic devices policy:  Keep cell phones turned off during class.  No head phones or text messaging in class please.  Using a computer to take notes is fine, but non-classroom related use during class is distracting and disrespectful to others.  Plus of course it means you are not paying attention to the class.  In such cases you will be instructed to close your computer.
· Academic dishonesty statement:
A student who, in connection with his or her studies, disrupts a class, plagiarizes, cheats, or otherwise violates reasonable standards of academic behavior may, at the discretion the faculty member involved, have his or her enrollment cancelled and or be given a reduced or failing grade.  Cheating includes copying from others during a test, or allowing others to copy from your exam when you can see that they are doing so, or not reporting cheating you happen to notice.  Any study materials you bring to class must be placed completely under your chair or otherwise out of sight before the exam begins.  Notebooks, laptops, and textbooks must be closed.  Any papers or open notebooks found during the exams will be collected by the instructor.  The exams are closed book and closed notes so no sources may be used other than the vast array of knowledge you have accumulated through studying and participating in class.  The definition of plagiarism includes handing in work which is not your own or failure to cite sources of information in papers, by either failing to cite a direct quote OR failure to cite material the student paraphrases from another source.   Plagiarism is considered cheating.

EXAMS:  Exams (100 points each) will be given and will include any combination of multiple choice, true-false, short answer, fill-in, and short essay questions.  All exams will cover material from the text, lectures, activities, videos, and discussions.  Exams will be given only on the day and during the time scheduled and there will be no make-up exams, REGARDLESS OF THE REASon FOR MISSING THE EXAM. However, the lowest exam grade will be dropped when computing the final course grade which means you may miss one exam without being penalized.  If you take all exams, your lowest score will be dropped automatically.   The last exam of the semester is not cumulative.  Exams will be given at the beginning of class.  Students will be allowed the entire class period to complete the exam.  Do not arrive late for exams.  If you should arrive late, you will not be afforded extra time to complete exams.    
QUIZZES AND IN-CLASS WRITING ASSIGNMENTS:  There will be  “pop quizzes”  and in-class writing assignments throughout the course.  Students must be in the class the day of the quiz or writing assignments in order to earn these points.  Quizzes cannot be made up unless you are absent due to a sponsored SDSMT event and you inform your instructor in advance of such an absence.  Reading the material assigned prior to class will help you in completing these frequent assignments.  Missing too many of these assignments may affect your grade for the class.
GROUP “CURRENT ISSUES” PROJECT:  Students will form small groups of three students, find a current issue related to the text, and make a presentation using video, Power Point, verbal presentation to the class, and handouts to teach classmates about their researched project once during the semester.    
SHORT CURRENT EVENTS PRESENTATIONS:  Throughout the semester the student will be asked to search for current events or issues related to the developmental coursework, and verbally present the issue/event to classmates by showing a video clip or images to the class, and explaining the connection of the current event to course materials.  These presentations will be time limited to 5 minutes each, and a one page summary of the information including the source will be turned in.  These will be assigned multiple times throughout the semester.

PARTICIPATION AND ATTENDANCE:  Class attendance is very important.  Materials will be covered in class that will not be available in the text.  Out of courtesy to your classmates and instructor, you are expected to arrive in class on time and remain until the end of each session; excessive tardiness or early exits will be dealt with on a case-by-case basis.  You, the student, are responsible for all assignments and information that you miss due to any kind of absence.  It is your responsibility to ask a classmate for notes and information.  

Individual contributions to discussions are encouraged.  When not speaking to the class or a small group, participation includes alert and respectful attention to anyone speaking to the class or small group.  Disrespectful behavior to peers and/or the instructor will be dealt with on a case-by-case basis and may result in the loss of points or, in extreme circumstances, dismissal from the course.

ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES:  As noted above, a written/oral group project will be required as well as multiple “current events” short presentations during the semester.  In-class writing assignments are also required.  Below you will find a general description of the characteristics that are necessary for an 'A' assignment/paper, a 'B' assignment/paper, etc.  The term "paper" is used in the descriptions for simplicity, but these standards will apply to all written assignments completed in the course.

A
A superior presentation that thoroughly and insightfully addresses each aspect of each item.  There may be slight flaws, but overall, this is a presentations that demonstrates a thorough and complex understanding of the many concepts covered.  Additionally, the written portion is free of spelling and grammar mistakes, and thoughts are clearly and succinctly expressed and organized.

B
A very good presentation that is beyond adequate.  This is somewhat less developed, insightful, and organized than the 'A' paper, yet still is indicative of a good understanding of the concepts.  It may have minor problems with writing mechanics or verbal presentation such as spelling or grammar, but is clear and coherent.

C
A good presentation that is adequate and addresses each aspect of each item in a satisfactory way.  This paper/presentation, though, lacks depth of understanding and synthesis that is evident in the 'A' and 'B' papers.  Each item is addressed fully, but there is a lack of consistent understanding and synthesis of ideas.  This paper may have numerous problems with writing mechanics.

D
A minimally acceptable paper or presentation that, in a significant way does not address all of the items.  This paper shows problems in many areas and may reflect a lack of understanding about the course concepts and/or information being elicited through each paper item.  

F
A failing paper or presentation has major deficiencies and does not meet the minimum requirements of addressing each aspect of each item in a way that clearly articulates understanding of course concepts.
