CATALOG DESCRIPTION OF HUMANITIES 375:  “Examines the social impact of computers with emphasis on the development of the computer establishment, the cultural blueprint being shaped for the future, and the question of values and social responsibility in personal, business, and governmental sectors.”

OBJECTIVES AND OUTCOMES

Objective 1:  To investigate the positive and the negative effects of computers on our lives now and in the future.

Outcome 1:  Students will research information on the impact of computers and present their findings through oral presentations, an annotated bibliography, a panel presentation, projects, and/or response papers.

Objective 2:  To examine the development of the computer from the 1980’s to the present.

Outcome 2:  Students will view and respond orally and in writing through quizzes, oral reports, presentations and/or response questions to a series of videos dealing with the development of computers 

 COURSE REQUIREMENTS:  You will read articles in appropriate, recent magazines and journals and compile an annotated bibliography of 10 entries.  You will use at least one of these articles as the basis for an oral presentation of 5-7 minutes, followed by class discussion of the ideas presented.  You will participate on a panel presentation with 4-5 of your classmates covering some element of the effects of computers on society.  The other requirements are attendance, participation in class discussion and two response papers.  (You may substitute a final project for one of the response papers with permission of the Professor.)
