Writing Assignment Due April 30, 2010

Goal Statement: Students will understand the implications of global issues for the human
community and for the practice of their disciplines.

Student Learning Outcomes: As a result of taking courses meeting this goal, students will:

• Identify and analyze global issues including how multiple perspectives impact such
issues;
• Demonstrate a basic understanding of the impact of global issues on the practice of their
discipline.

Assessment:  For the globalization assignments, for one of the major section (extraction [leaching], and concentration [flotation], each student will choose a mineral/metal value and write a paper discussing where the mineral/metal values are recovered, how this value effects the countries in which the chosen value is a significant portion of the export economy and how new mineral/metal value deposits would affect these countries considering the perspectives of the various stakeholders (including but not limited to: inhabitants of the country in which the resources are located, inhabitants of other areas of the world and the primary end-users of products made from said resource).  

The total value of globalization requirements is 1/6th of the course total, indicating 0.5 total hours of evaluation devoted to this requirement.
